0. Public Comment: Citizen Jim Windover stated he was turned away from the Rumford Farmer’s Market. We sell several other products other than soap. I feel with the Farmer’s Market there should a group that is in charge and not 1 person that can make a profit on the fees that are collected. 
Citizen Joseph O’Reardin, I have lived here for the past couple of years, we have a household of 7 people. He is here today referencing ordinance 107 section A regarding having a Rooster. Mainers voted over 61% to have Maine Right to Sovereignty, that recognizes the right to save seeds and exchange. It gives me the right to grow and food for my well-being. I received a summons to get rid of my Rooster and can only have female chickens. I only have 15 chickens and if they lay 1 egg a day for my household that is not sufficient. Joseph stated he has the right to choose the genetics of the hens that are laying the eggs and the eggs he and his family are consuming. 
0. Town Manager’s Report: Carter stated we have had a couple people pass recently. May 16th Adelaide Davis passed away. She worked for the Town Manager’s office from 1967 to 1987, she was also a recipient of the Boston Post Cane. 
On May 21st, Kevin Knox passed away, he owned Knox Loan & Gravel. We have been buying sand and gravel for the town for decades, starting with his grandfather and he continued that on. Will be a great loss for the community.
Linda MacGregor resigned as the alternate on the Planning Board, having a difficult time getting to meetings and after dark.
New Fire Station is coming along. They will be pouring the apparatus bay floors, final interior painting. They are hoping to be in the new fire station in July. 
You may have noticed down by the Morse bridge they have been staging, Morse bridge will be under construction starting in July. The bridge will start to be closed on July 8th and will be closed for about 2 months. 
0. Department Heads and Committee Chairs: Roberts stated the final coat on York Street has been put down. Curbing to be put down next week. Ditching on Burgess hill. Milling roads in late July, Lincoln Avenue, Somerset Street and Penobscot street. South Rumford Road down to one lane for gas company. We are working on putting up the new sign for Veteran’s Park. 
0. Select Board: DiConzo states regarding permits, need to have ducks in a row when we sign licenses. When we give a Farmer’s Market license, we should be having them check in with the Maine Farmer’s Market group. Whoever oversees the Farmer’s Market they should not be making more money that what the licenses fee. 
Carter stated if we wanted to make changes or more rules that we should be making an ordinance change and not looking into the weeds. 
Theriault states he echo’s DiConzo concerns.
Sax stated she completed her 1st year as selectperson, and I love doing it. I will be leaving Envision Rumford as Treasurer on July 1st. They are doing wonderful things. Leaving to remain autonomous to the Board. The issue with the Farmer’s Market they don’t have to be a nonprofit and it is not our job to rule them. There is no other town in Oxford County that works like the Town of Rumford. I feel we should investigate the Maine Farmer’s Market group and see what they have to offer.
